God's name isn't mentioned even once in the entire Scroll of Esther.

The longest verse in the Bible is found in the Scroll of Esther (VIII: The original text
contains 43 words while the English translation has 90.)

In a speech on January 30, 1944, Hitler said if the Nazis went down in defeat, the Jews could celebrate "a
second Purim." (And we’ve been celebrating ever since!)

The Hadassah organization was founded on Purim in 1912. Hadassah is another name for Esther.

Mordecai is said to have descended from King Saul and Haman from Agog, King of the Amalekites, whom
Saul defeated. Many years after this battle their great great grandchildren met once again in the court of
King Ahasuerus and relived the life and death struggle between Israel and Amalek.

“LOTS” TO DO
On Saturday evening, February 27* we will celebrate Purim i . o
with the oldest and longest running play in the history of the [} -
world! For those of you who are familiar with Broadway in | 4 r
New York, you might think that we are going to be / g
performing CATS...most people are under the misconception that
CATS was the longest running play. WRONG! The answer is
“The Megillah,” What? You might reply....Who wrote that play? Where
was it published? When did it play on Broadway? Are the tickets
expensive! Is there anyone famous playing the characters? Is it violent?
Can | take my children to see it? Will my husband fall asleep in the chair?
So many questions and here are the answers.

This play is known by two names: The Book of Esther and the The
Megillah (scroll). Although there are five books of Jewish scriptures that
are properly referred to as “Megillah” (Esther, Ruth, Ecclesiastes, Song
of Songs, and Lamentations), this is the one people usually mean when
they speak of “The Megillah.” It is customary to boo, hiss, stamp feet and
rattle groggers (noisemakers) whenever the name of Haman is
mentioned in the service, to "blot out the name of Haman." | bet you
never did that in a Broadway show! This play has been running once a
year all over the world, in various shapes and forms, for hundreds of
years. (The producers must have made lots of money! laugh) It com-
memorates a time when the Jewish people living in Persia were saved
from extermination.

This book is unusual in that it is the only book of the Bible that does not
contain the name of God. In fact, it includes virtually no reference to
God. Mordechai makes a vague reference to the fact that the Jews will
be saved by someone else, if not by Esther, but that is the closest the
book comes to mentioning God. The word "Purim" means "lots" and
refers to the lottery that Haman used to choose the date for the
massacre. In addition, we are commanded to send out gifts of food or
drink, and to make gifts to charity. The sending of gifts of food and drink
is referred to as “Mishloach Manot” (sending out portions). A common
treat at this time of year is hamentaschen (Haman's pockets). These
triangular fruit-filled cookies are supposed to represent Haman's three-
cornered hat.

Purim is one of the most joyous and fun holidays on the Jewish calendar.
So, join us for all the festivities that Congregation Or Chadash offers to
celebrate this holiday! We are counting on YOU.

RABBI ROBIN DAMSKY
TRAGEDY, HOPE, AND HELPING HANDS

The month of Adar approaches, and we are commanded to be happy.
The Gemara teaches, “Mishenichnas Adar marbin b'simcha:” — as Adar
approaches, we increase our level of joy. But how can we be happy
when tens of thousands have just lost their lives in the Caribbean
earthquake or suffer there with broken bodies, crumbled homes, lack
of food and water, and disease everywhere?

As | shared in my Shabbat sermon, we can take our cue from the Haitians
themselves. “In spite of all the destruction, trauma and loss, their hope springs
eternal. God speaks in a still, small voice, we learn from the Prophet Elijah. He had
a vision at Mt. Sinai of a great wind, but God was not in the wind. Then he had a
vision of an earthquake, but God was not in the earthquake. Then he had a vision
of a fire, but God was not in the fire. Then, finally, Elijah heard a still, small voice,
and that was the voice of God. (I Kings 19:11-12).”

“In the response of the Haitians the still, small voice of God can be heard so
clearly. With no homes, loved ones dead or missing, everything they know of their
daily lives destroyed, they are out in the open, under God’s sky, under God’s trees,
singing. Singing of joy and peace, thankful to be alive. Singing to God to protect
them for another day, and to protect their loved ones, wherever they may be.”

“Even today | heard them singing. Their singing goes on, now combined with
grassroots organizing. People are forming communities outside until the
aftershocks subside and the inspectors give them clearance to return to their
homes. Pooling their food, cooking together, sharing their medical supplies and
their knowhow, they have come together. They sleep in the night as a community,
spreading out their sheets for a bed, taking turns to watch over each other.”

“God is in these communities, in every gesture of kindness, every act of faith, every
outreach to share. God is in the song, in the beautiful lilting of the Creole prayers,
with a sweetness in them that brings soothing to the soul and a smile of joy and
peace to the lips. It is the sound of love. It is the sound of people coming together
to re-create, even in the aftermath of a shock that is so grand that it cannot even
be understood.”

This same still, small voice brought Mordecai to Esther, telling her to approach King
Ahashverosh in order to save our people. The same voice inspired Esther to have
all the Jews in Persia fast as she prepared to approach the king.

The still, small voice brings us together. It saves us in times of crisis, whether that
crisis is in Haiti or in front of the Jewish people. It is the voice that brings hope and
allows us to sing, even in the face of unimaginable trauma.

Let us lift our voices this month and sing of hope and joy. Let us sing for the
freedom we have today as Jews. Let us sing too for the Haitians, joining our song to
theirs so that God’s still small voice passes through us into them, helping them to
be strong in this time of crisis.
